A healthy balance of ultraviolet radiation (UV) exposure is important for health. Too much of the
sun's UV can cause sunburn, skin and eye damage and skin cancer.

Sun exposure in the first 10 years of life determines to a substantial degree the lifetime potential
for skin cancer, while sun exposure in later life determines the extent to which this potential is
realised. Too little UV from the sun can lead to low vitamin D levels. Vitamin D is necessary for
the development and maintenance of healthy bodies and muscles, and for general health.

THIS MONTH WE FOCUS ON SUNSMART.

With the start of Summer we need to remember it is HAT TIME AGAIN.
KCCC has current sunsmart policies and procedures.

Australia is acknowledged to have the highest incidence of skin cancer in the world, particularly in
the young adult population. This is due to the harmful exposure to ultra violet rays from infancy. It is
therefore vital that protection and education commence from birth.

When outside, the staff will ensure children are wearing hats that offer ultraviolet protection. Parents
are encouraged to dress children in comfortable clothing that protects arms, legs and body from the
sun. Staff will ensure that children’s exposed skin is protected with a minimum of 30+ broad
spectrum sunscreen.

If a child is found to have not bought a hat to KCCC, we will supply one at a cost
of $10.00 which will be added to the families fees.
